THE SOPHOMORE CLASS HISTORY

N 1924 the ship called “The Freshman' was launched for a voyage to last ten months. This

ship was commanded by a captain very capable of commanding such a ship, Mr. Leland

Smith; his under officers were Misses Goins, Settles, Robinson and Mr. Miller. The crew
consisted of fifty-eight intelligent, verdant sailors. The captain first received orders from certain
headquarters that we were to wear uniforms befitting our position as verdant sailors, namely,
green caps, which headquarters said would bespeak our intelligence. Our ship threw anchor for
one night at a delightful port in September when the crew was entertained by a crew of a larger
ship called ““The Junior.” This ship traveled in advance to set pace for “The Freshman.'” The
Freshman next threw anchor in October, when the crew invited the sailors from the ships “The
Sophomore,”” “The Junior” and “The Senior’ on board for a “Halloween Frolic.” The crew
not only indulged in social activities at different ports, but they were active in athletics, music,
oratory, dramatics, and debating.

The voyage was very pleasant. The next was ‘“The Sophomore’ which launched its crew in
September, 1925; the Captain, Mr, Clement Smith. The Superintendent of “The Sophomore”
was a man of extreme intelligence, Mr. H. B. Burton. The greatest activity on land will be what
is termed “‘commencement’ in June. There will be a re-enlistment: many of the sailors will
remain on land and others will embark on the larger ship, “The Junior to sail into deeper waters.

A LITTLE EXPOSITION

If the facts were known, one would find that the amount of work accom-
plished by students is comparatively small.
