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On the Origin of the Sophomore

A number of our young men
starred on the football team. This year we established a precedent
for the junior classes to come up to by giving the Senior High Class
one of the best banquets of the season. Again we entered the Spencer
Gold Medal Contest, which was won by Jonathan Brooks.

Our ship has finally reached shore, finding most of us seated
in our proper places and giving us an opportunity to make more room
for the new students. Thus we are—Seniors. We met the second
week after returning and drew up a written constitution, and elected
Jonathan Brooks of Lexington, Miss., our president. Enthusiasm
that had been gathering for all the years past reached its height under
his administration. Mr. Thornton and Miss Probst were elected as
the class advisors. We are proud to know that the Annual Queen was
selected from our class, owing to competitive contest by all classes in
the university. Miss Mary Dennie was crowned Queen.

Miss Gilliam, a member of the class, is President of the Phyllis
Wheatley Literary Society; it is admitted that her administration has
been the best of the four preceding years.

At this writing the better portion of the year is before us. When we
land safely in June, a complete history will be written—and it will be

H, I had the strangest dream last night. I don’t know how it was,

but it was like this. I was no longer a prep, but I was a real college
man. [ lived in college land where there were no children, but where
everyone was grown up in size, but not always in mind. Indeed, it seemed
to me that you were not supposed to have any brains at™all. Only
you had to act like it. Now to act like it you had to use great big words
like “‘utter incomprehensibility” and the “seeming incompatibility,”
and you had to talk about things that didn’t mean anything at all, but
that sounded intellectual you know, but you had to be real careful and
not say anything that meant something, ’cause if you were different and
said something new or true, everyone would call you crazy, and name
you all kinds of things that I didn’t understand, like “unorthodox’ and
“flagrantly unconventional” and “utterly absurd.” But you had to
say what everybody else said only you had to frown all up and look
sour, like you were mad and everyone would say, ‘“Oh, isn’t he pro-
foundly intellectual” and these collegeland folks lived up on a high hill
away from the sure-enough people, ‘‘’cause college people can’t be like
real people you know, and they don’t like them and they call the people
what don’t live on the hill and what don’t stay in the big stone build-
ings, “proletariats,” and “low-brow,” and “baser sorts’” and all kinds
of words like that. And you know it is so strange in the big buildings.
Everybody reads, and writes, and looks right serious, and knit their
eyebrows just like they were thinking. And they carry great big books
under their arms and if you ask them a question they just have to look
in their books and everything is right there. And the college people
can just live fine in their buildings, but when they leave them they
are all lost, 'cause they have to work with the common people and the
“baser sorts’’ and they are cultivated and of delicate sensibilities, so
they just are miserable when they leave their big buildings on top of
the hills. And these people are governed by a ruler who looks at you
right mean, and who doesn’t talk much. And when he is mad he just
puts his two hands way down in his pockets and walks up and down a long
hall like a tiger in a cage, and there are a lot more little rulers and when
they see the big ruler they smile and all say ‘‘good morning” real nice
like as if they were glad, but when he goes everybody whispers and looks
serious like. It is all so interesting just to watch them work. And

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The High School

HE high school department of Lincoln University has

become one of the outstanding high schools of the state. It
has been fully accredited by the North Central Association of
Schools and Colleges, and its graduates are now admitted with-
out any condition to most of the large universities of the
country. It is with a good deal of delight and pride that the
teaching personnel and student body of Lincoln University re-
ceive this news. As the chain is no stronger than its weakest
link, so is a university proportionately no stronger than the
high schools that supply it with students. Indeed the lamenta-
ble weakness of many colored universities and colleges
may be traced to the inferior high school training of its under-
graduates. Instead of being able to concentrate on the higher
phases of education and culture, the colored university has
been by the nature of things obliged to function both as a
high school and college.  As a result the university or college
has been unable to give the student some of the things which
the college should be able to give him. This, however, will
cease to be the case with a strengthening and reorganizing of
the high school systems. It is too bad that Lincoln must
have a high school department but as its abolition appears
somewhat distant it must be accepted for the present. We '
hope, however, that the not far distant future will see a
change in the educational facilities of the state that will
render the abolition of the high school department, at least
in part, feasible.

Breaks through
the line and stops the play before it develops. Rushes kicker and passer.

His first year of varsity football and he handles himself
fine. Has the ability to kick. A star in the making.
