But the painful report cannot longer be delayed, however unpleasant it might
be to us to recall it, and truth and fact have never yet been consciously evaded
by any Lincolnite. So here 'tis:

The 1928 Tiger Squad
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OCTOBER 1st.

Lincoln University, 6; Wilberforce, 38

After having humbled the denizens of
the Buckeye state last year, the Tiger again
whetted his claws and sallied forth to do
battle again with this puny foe of the East.
Filled with disdain and pity for his enemy
the Tiger did not scare for the first two
minutes of play. Then the enemy changed
his tactics, the first line defense was sub-
stituted for the second, and from then on the
Tiger fought a valiant but losing fight.
The Buckeye meat had toughened per-
ceptibly since '26 and at the close of the
battle a victorious Wilberforce team felt its
honor avenged. But the 1928 season is yet
to come.
