Principal Reedy has directed the Lincoln University High
School for eight years. He is a keen student of educational
practices and policies; he is a candidate for the Doctor of
Philosophy Degree at the Colorado State College of Education.

THE Lincoln University High School is maintained to serve a two-fold purpose:

(1) as a centrally located state high school offering opportunities for secondary
training to persons that do not have facilities for receiving such training in their own
locality; and (2) as a laboratory for the practical training of college students at Lincoln
University who are studying to become high school teachers. This second function
of the High School has been emphasized by a provision of the Board of Curators
for the reorganization of the High School as a strictly laboratory school. The effect-
ing of this reorganization will, of course, mean the general expansion of both the
curricular and extra-curricular program.

The program of studies of the High School includes four-year curricula in English,
mathematics, science, and social studies. Two-year curricula are offered in foreign
languages, home economics, and manual training. Special courses are also offered
in agriculture, art, and speech. There is also provision for, and requirement of, four
years of training in physical training and health and of instrumental music and choral
practice.

HE Lincoln University High School Student Government was established in 1930

for the purpose of allowing and encouraging student expression and initiative
with respect to student life. Its governing body, The Student Council, upon the
approval of the Principal and faculty, controls many of the activities of the School as
they affect students. This body, whose functions are both legislative and judicial,
is assisted by the Police Force. The President of the Council is elected by the entire
student body; the other members are elected by the four classes of the High School.
The Police Force is appointed by the President of the Council upon the advice of the
Council Members.

One of the most outstanding activities of the Student Government is ‘The Best
Citizen Campaign’ which is conducted each spring and during which the entire
student body by written ballot elects a student who has best lived up to the require-

ments of a good citizen.

Howard University, by a group of women who believed that some uplifting
force was needed among the Negro women to promote Scholarship, Intelligence,
Kindness, Womanhood, and a better understanding of human nature.

From this beginning has come the establishment of 125 graduate and under-
graduate chapters.

Alpha lota Chapter was organized on the campus of Lincoln University on Febru-
ary 13, 1930, with seven charter members. The chapter has maintained high standards
of scholarship. One finds the members holding prominent positions in a wide variety

of organizations—from the girls’ “L’" Club, through the Debating Society, to the
heights of the Mathematics Club.

The Fashion Show sponsored by the chapter in April was one of the social

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THE Onmega Psi Phi Fraternity was organized at Howard University in 1911, It is
interesting to note that among the first initiates was our own Dean Jason and one
of the early executives was Mr. James C. McMorries, Dean of Men.
